Guidelines for submission of

Joint Symposium Proposal

Taiwan-Russia Research Cooperation 

General remarks

The Russian Foundation for Basic Research (RFBR) accepts only those proposals which are submitted jointly with the Taiwanese side.  Each symposium shall receive an average subsidy of US$30,000, convened in either Taiwan or Russia, and shall accommodate no less than 6 persons from the visiting country and no less than 12 persons from the hosting country. This subsidy may be applied towards international travel, accommodation, and organization expenses (purchasing equipment not allowed). Peer scientists, scientists from other EU nations, and industry researchers are welcome to participate, but shall bear the expenses by themselves.

General Information

[2] Planned venue of the symposium
[3] Planned date of the symposium: The symposium must be held during the period as mentioned in the Call for Proposals. The duration is normally not more than three days, however, the participants from the sending side may prolong their stay by visiting related research units in the host country for another three days at maximum. Financial support will be granted for duration of less than one week including international travel.

[4] The Taiwanese applicant, acting as organizer of the symposium, signs and submits the proposal to the NSC.
The Russian applicant, acting as co-organizer of the symposium, submits the corresponding version of this proposal to the RFBR.

[5] The Taiwanese and the Russian applicants’ curriculum vitae should contain the details on the academic career, the membership in societies as well as the current position. 
Not necessary to submit CVs of further participants.

[6]  E.g. list of relevant publications of the Taiwanese and Russian applicants dating back five years at maximum.
Budget

[7] The preliminary budget must be divided into a Taiwanese and Russian parts (both parts are calculated in US Dollars). The hosting party - Taiwanese applicant in the case of symposium held in Taiwan, or the Russian applicant in the case of symposium held in Russia - will bear the costs of the organization, including accommodation, meals and domestic transportation. The sending party – Russian applicant in the case of symposium held in Taiwan, or the Taiwanese applicant in the case of symposium held in Russia- will bear the international travel expenses.  The following costs are not to be covered by the grant: 

· costs for room rentals at universities/institutes and other publicly supported institutions

· costs for secretarial work

· salaries of personnel involved in the organization of the symposium.
· purchase of any equipment

· any expenses in a 3rd country (including expenses in the airports of a 3rd countries)
